2. Students must promptly sit in assigned seat so that class may start when the bell rings. 
3. Students must be attentive during classroom instruction. Ask questions as needed.
4. In addition to unit quizzes and tests, formative assessment opportunities are provided daily. Students are given credit for participating in class discussions, flashback work, exit slips, etc.
